Alternative Anchor Points

Autentic tents come with pegs as the standard solution for anchoring the groundsheet and guylines. Depending on the surface where the tent is
pitched on, you might choose for alternative anchor points (sand anchors, concrete anchors, ...). Which ever anchors you decide to use, make
sure they are heavy-duty and can hold down the heavy tension of the guylines. Below is our suggestion for the most common set-up: on a wooden
platform.

Wooden Platform

If you are pitching the tent on a
platform, you can use heavy duty
screws and washers as an
alternative anchor point. Make sure
the platform is thick enough to hold
the screws under tension.
